[GROANS]

so I brought something...

...that is going to help you quit.

Oh.

That patch is no good.

[LAUGHING]

It's a hypnosis tape.

Ha!

Nothing. It's just that

hypnosis is beyond crap.

FEMALE VOICE [ON RECORDING]:

You are falling fast asleep.

Deeper, deeper, deeper.

You are now completely asleep.

You don't need to smoke.

Cigarettes don't control you.

You are a strong, confident woman...

...who does not need to smoke.

A strong, confident woman.

You know what? I realized in the last year

I've only gone out with Richard and Julio.

You gotta help me out. Set me up.

Get me back in the game.

Shouldn't be a problem. I work in fashion,

and all I meet are eligible straight men.

Can I get you something else?

Cheesecake and a date,

if you're giving them out.

Heh. Haven't we covered that topic?

- You just said to her...

- You wanna go out with me...

...because of my wig, the big boobs,

and I serve you food.

If that were true,

I'd be dating my Aunt Ruth.

And the two times we went out,

it was plain awkward.

[LAUGHS]

You think she should go out with me,

don't you?

Ha, ha.

Well, I mean...

...are you sure

you wanna go out with her?

That ain't a pretty picture

in the morning, know what I mean?

That wig all in disarray,

and boobs flung over the nightstand.

Really. Think about it.

Oh, I will. Ha-ha-ha.

Well, that was a nice move, dumb-ass.

I think you should

go out with this guy.

No, he doesn't do anything for me.

Last Saturday night, what happened

on Walker, Texas Ranger?

Well, um, Walker was looking

for this big busload of kids. Heh.

All right, I get your point.

- Hey.

MONICA: Hey.

I forgot the combination to this

about a year ago.

I just carry it around.

- You got any Chap Stick?

That is a stunning blouse.

Thank you.

[SCOFFS]

Oh, my God. That's Pete.

Why is Bill hugging Pete?

This guy invented Moss 865.

Every office in the world

uses that program.

- We use it!

- There you go!

Oh, my God. Monica's gonna go out

with a millionaire.

- No, I'm not gonna go out with him.

- Oh, my God.

I can't believe this is a real $20,000 check.

This is so exciting.

Or incredibly offensive.

Yeah, sure. That too.

What?

All we're saying is,

don't rush into anything.

Come on, think about it.

You're 18, okay? She's 44.

When you're 36, she's gonna be 88.

You don't think I know that?

Look, the point is...

...there's a lot of women

you haven't had sex with yet.

Yeah, he's right. He's right.

This is your time, you know?

You're young. You're weird.

Chicks dig that.

But isn't sex better when it's with

one person that you really care about?

Yeah, in a poem, maybe.

- Oh, my God. Who died on this?

- Yeah, I know.

It's a real "mustard-tastrophe."

[LAUGHING]

- Can you help me?

- Absolutely.

Okay, first, we'll start

with a little club soda and salt.

- Then if that doesn't work...

- You know what? Forget it. It's ruined.

Oh, no, never say that. If you can't

get it out, cut around the stain...

...add a little lace,

you make a stylish throw.

[LAUGHS]

Or instead, maybe you could just

not marry my brother, Frank?

Can we make it smaller?

Make it fit on the head of a pin?

I love when we make things

fit on the head of a pin.

- Got it, yeah.

- Yeah, okay.

[INTERCOM BUZZES]

RECEPTIONIST:

You have Monica Geller here.

Uh, absolutely. Yeah, send her in.

PETE:

Hi.

What the hell is this?

Hang on for a sec.

I'll talk to you in the morning?

You got it.

- I'm sorry. What?

- What's this supposed to mean?

Well, you know,

I never know how much to tip.

You double the tax.

Not double the tax of Romania.

I mean, what's the deal?

Are you trying to buy me?

Is this the way you get girls

to go out with you?

Uh, I'm still here.

You're taking this wrong.

If I didn't leave you that tip...

...you wouldn't have come,

we wouldn't have this argument...

...and there wouldn't be this,

uh, heat between us.

- What?

- Come on.

You gotta admit that our relationship

is hitting a new level now.

You were the chef,

and I was the customer.

But now we're this couple that fights.

Okay, um...

...you're a loon.

Look, forget the check, okay?

I like you.

I think you're great.

Come on, what do you say?

I don't know.

Why not?

I don't wanna encourage this behavior.

One meal.

That's all I'm asking for. Please?

Uh, no, not really.

Uh, I'd throw another 1000 on that.

- How much is that?

- That's about 60 cents.

[GIGGLING]

[GRUNTS]

Every night!

FEMALE VOICE [ON RECORDING]:

You don't need to smoke.

You are a strong, confident woman...

...who does not need to smoke.

A strong, confident woman...

So can I.

PHOEBE:

Hey, Frank.

Look, I know that you think I did

this totally evil thing.

But I so didn't.

DAVEY [ON TV]:
