- Good deal.

- Yeah, and these are my friends.

People? This is Vince.

Vince, the people.

RACHEL:

Wow. Have you ever rescued anyone

from a burning building before?

Ninety-eight hot saves.

Highest on the force.

Well, you know, if Joey and I

play with matches...

...we could get you up to an even 100.

- Fire safety is not a joke, son.

- Ha, ha. Oh.

You're right. I know.

Look, I gotta go. I'm on call tonight.

- See you Saturday.

- Okay.

[CHUCKLES]

Wow, he's cute, Pheebs.

But I thought you just started dating

that teacher.

- Oh, Jason?

RACHEL: Yeah.

Well, Pheebs?

That's so unlike you.

[SIRENS WAILING]

Oh, my God. Here they come.
