I say it because it's true.

Your food is abysmal!

- Ross?

- What? What?

- I am freaking out!

- Are you?

My due date is in one week!

- What are you doing up?

- That is seven days.

Look, I had a lot of water.

Can we do this after--?

No, no, no, no, Ross!

Please, come on.

We do not have any big stuff we need.

We don't have a changing table.

We do not have a crib.

- We do not have a diaper service.

- Funny you should mention diapers.

- I'm serious.

- Look. There's nothing to worry about.

We have plenty of time.

There's a baby furniture store on West 10th.

Tomorrow, we'll go there...

-...and we'll get everything we need. Okay?

- Okay. Thank you. That's great.

Wait, where on West 10th?

There's a really cute shoe store--

Okay. If, uh-- If you're gonna do this...

...then I'm gonna go do that, so...

- Wait, Ross! I'm sorry, one more thing.

- Yeah.

Um, our situation, you know, um,

what we mean to each other...

...and, I mean, we're having this baby

together and we live together...

Isn't that--? Isn't that weird?

Well, uh...

- I'm just kidding. You can go pee. Ha, ha.

- Oh--!

Hey, I can't remember.

Did we say we were gonna meet here...

-...or at the movie?

- At the movies--

- I'll see you there.

- Joey. Now that you're here...?

Sure, I can hang out

till I have to meet you.

- How come you're not going?

- I've got a job interview to get ready for.

- I thought you already have a job.

- And people say you don't pay attention.

This is a much better job.

It's vice president of the company...

...that does data reconfiguration...

...and statistical factoring

and for other companies.

- Wow. How do you know how to do that?

- That's what I do now.

- Joey? Come taste this.

JOEY: What is it?

Remember the guy that gave me

a bad review? Well...

...I'm getting my revenge.

You cooked him?

No. He teaches a course on food criticism

at The New School.

Before we go to the movies, I want

to make him try my bouillabaisse again.

Ugh, I can't wait to read the front

page tomorrow:

"Restaurant reviewer admits:

'I was wrong about Monica."'

The front page?

You really do live in your own

little world, don't you?

Do you want these delivered,

Mr. and Mrs. Geller?

ROSS: Heh. No, no.

- Did she know you two weren't married?

- Yeah.

Oh, my God. Well, the idea--

A woman flirting with a single man?

- We must alert the church elders.

- No.

You don't understand.

You didn't see how brazen she was.

- Sounds like you're a little jealous.

- No, I'm not.

I just think it's wrong.

I mean, here I am, about to pop...

...and he's out picking up

some shopgirl at Sluts-R-Us?

Is that a real place?

Are they hiring?

- Hey, Phoebe. Fatty.

- Wha--?

Hey, Chandler, why so fancy?

Well, I got a job interview.

Big deal, too.

It's more money. I'd be doing data

reconfiguration and statistical factoring.

- I think I know someone who does that.

- Me. I do that.

So seriously, do I look okay? I'm nervous.

Oh, yeah. You-- Really, you look great.

You know, just don't get your hopes up.

- Why not?

- Well, the interview.

- What about it?

- You know.

You don't make a very good

first impression.

- What?

- Oh, you don't know.

- Are you serious?

[BABBLING]
